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Each year in our Newsletter we try to tell the story of the Wayside Chapel.  In many ways the chapel is the 

center piece of The Center.  Built through gifts of many others it sits on the highest point of The Center over-

looking the property, the activities and the basic beliefs of this place.  It started as a dream of my fatherôs that 

came to fruition in the very early 1950ôs.  It was to be a non-denominational chapel where people, whatever 

their creed or race, could find special meaning and help. 

 

On a sunny summer afternoon, September 24, 1950 at 3:30 pm the chapel was dedicated with the following 

principles: 

 For the loving service of all mankind, regardless of color, creed or race. 

 

 For all who come, troubled in mind and spirit seeking peace of soul and body. 

 

 For those who would seek a place of meditation and quiet. 

 

 For those who would come with praise and thanksgiving for Godôs divine blessing. 

 

 For the memory of all those gone before and whose loved ones have shared in this building. 

 

 To the work of God in the world and the advancement of His kingdom. 

 

 To those who work toward the fulfillment of Godôs divine plan for all mankind. 

 

Often I am asked, ñbut what faith does it represent?ò  I try to explain what the chapel stands for as best I can.  

It is a place for persons of any faith.  Ron Greene, a Methodist minister, was on our staff for many years.  He 

knows The Center well.  I asked his help in answering that question that has been asked so many times.  Let 

me quote Ronôs answer to that question: 

 

A Place for Persons of Any Faith 

Frank Sanders did me the honor of inviting me to share a thought about The Wayside Chapel as a place for 

persons of all faiths ï or no faith.  The question:  What do we have to offer persons of widely different beliefs?  

My answer:  We offer a ringing endorsement of freedom!  Each is free to follow their particular spiritual path. 

 

Each tradition ï and indeed, each individual ï follows some kind of path through life,  The path that the 

Chapel follows is Christian.  From its foundation The Center has been part of an ever-unfolding Christian tra-

dition.  Thatôs our identity.  Itôs who we are. 

 

As a founding principal we claim that it is our God-given freedom to be ñwho we are,ò and, what is God-given 

is universal!  So, from the core of our being, we defend and encourage everyoneôs freedom to be themselves on 

their own spiritual path.

Our foundational faith statement from the Wayside Chapel hymnal has always stayed with me:  ñWe believe 

that God hath made of one blood all nations of men.ò  The words are from the King James translation of Acts, 

Chapter 17, in which Paul, a major founder of our Christian tradition, is speaking to Greek philosophers who 

are not from the Christian tradition.  Pointing to their altar inscribed ñTo an unknown god,ò Paul proclaims 

that this unknown god and his God are one and the same, the ñGod that made the world and all things 

thereiné[who] hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earthé in him we 

live, and move, and have our being; [even] as certain [non-Christian Greek] poets have said for we are also 

his offspring.ò 
 

As fellow offspring of One God ï who made all humans to be one race ï and in whom all of us live and move 

and have our being ï the Chapel welcomes all and encourages all to draw closer to their God. 
 

The whole atmosphere of the chapel is that of peace and worship.  It stands in living memory to the many 

friends who have been a part of its creation.  It also means a great deal to those whom it serves; to the groups 

who use it for worship services; to those who use if for weddings, baptisms and memorial services ï the 

memorable moments of their lives; to those who come for meditation and prayer or to those who come in an 

hour of need seeking an answer to their problems; to all those The Wayside Chapel beckons ï Welcome.
